MOST ROMANTIC FILMS

Here are the top 10 movies on the American Film Institute's list of the 100 most romantic movies:

1. "Casablanca," 1942. Humphrey Bogart and Ingrid Bergman. Two former lovers meet again amid the intrigue of Nazi-occupied Morocco. One of the best-loved movies of all time.

2. "Gone With the Wind," 1939. Clark Gable and Vivian Leigh. A landmark slice of Hollywood with a tempestuous Civil War love affair set against the backdrop of a war-torn but idealized South.

3. "West Side Story," 1961. Richard Beymer and Natalie Wood. "Romeo and Juliet" redone in the slums of New York City with a glittering score by Leonard Bernstein.

4. "Roman Holiday," 1953. Audrey Hepburn and Gregory Peck. Hepburn's first starring film, this one is a Cinderella story in reverse with Hepburn as a beautiful princess who flees the palace to experience the life of an ordinary girl.

5. "An Affair to Remember," 1957. Cary Grant and Deborah Kerr. The inspiration for "Sleepless in Seattle." Two lovers come together on an ocean voyage, but fate steps in to foil their reunion atop the Empire State Building.

6. "The Way We Were," 1973. Robert Redford and Barbra Streisand. Two temperamental opposites, a WASPish athlete and a Jewish activist, fall in love in college. But can chemistry bridge their differences?

7. "Doctor Zhivago," 1965. Omar Sharif and Julie Christie. An epic romance set against the backdrop of revolutionary Russia.

8. "It's a Wonderful Life," 1946. James Stewart and Donna Reed. Frank Capra's classic tale of a small-town banker rescued from despair by a bumbling angel who helps him to see the many blessings he enjoys.

9. "Love Story," 1970. Ryan O'Neal and Ali McGraw. '70s bestseller by Erich Segal that made "Love means never having to say you're sorry" a romantic catchphrase.

10. "City Lights," 1931. Charlie Chaplin and Virginia Cherrill. One of the last and most-admired silent movies. Chaplin directed and starred as his classic Little Tramp character. Orson Welles described this as his favorite film.

MOST EROTIC FILMS

Here are the top 10 most erotic movies, from the book "Reel Romance: The Lover's Guide to the Best 100 Date Movies" by Leslie Halpern:

1. "9 1/2 Weeks," 1986. Mickey Rourke and Kim Basinger. Boldly erotic portrait of a man who knows everything about sex and nothing about love.

2. "Unfaithful," 2002. Richard Gere and Diane Lane. Suburban housewife falls into an affair that starts out torridly but turns calamitous.

3. "Body Heat," 1981. William Hurt and Kathleen Turner. Turner's first film, in which she plays an alluring society wife who brilliantly manipulates Hurt's bored and lustful attorney.

4. "Fatal Attraction," 1987. Michael Douglas and Glenn Close. Movie became a kind of cautionary melodrama about the high cost of fooling around in the AIDS era.

5. "Ghost," 1990. Patrick Swayze and Demi Moore. Supernatural romance in which even murder can't defeat true love and pottery- making is found to have hot properties as foreplay.

6. "Basic Instinct," 1992. Michael Douglas and Sharon Stone. Absurd script in which every female character turns out to be a homicidal maniac. It boasts the most famously erotic peekaboo scene in film history.

7. "Dirty Dancing," 1987. Patrick Swayze and Jennifer Grey. One critic described this movie as indefensible and irresistible. Swayze is way too old for the part, and the script is silly, but the sexual charge of the dancing pretty much obliterates everything else.

8. "Romeo and Juliet," 1968. Leonard Whiting and Olivia Hussey. This is the Franco Zeffirelli version, with the doomed lovers portrayed by teenage actors of the appropriate age.

9. "The Graduate," 1967. Dustin Hoffman and Katharine Ross. Oddly, the sexual electricity comes not from the two young lovers but from the older sexual predator -- Mrs. Robinson.

10. "Dangerous Liaisons," 1988. Glenn Close and John Malkovich. Sex as coldblooded gamesmanship and political intrigue among the French aristocracy.

DAVE'S DARLINGS

Here are Dave Tianen's picks for 10 terrific romances that don't appear on either "Reel Romance" or the AFI's list of the 100 most romantic films:

1. "Pretty in Pink," 1986. Molly Ringwald and Andrew McCarthy. The most romantic movie in John Hughes' high school trilogy, with poor girl Molly and rich boy Andrew trying to bridge their social differences to make it work. The supporting cast, which includes Annie Potts, Jon Cryer and Harry Dean Stanton, is stellar.

2. "Electric Horseman," 1979. Robert Redford and Jane Fonda. Two more unlikely lovers, with Redford as a broken-down rodeo champ and Fonda as the high powered TV reporter who accompanies him on his quest to set a champion race horse free in the wild.

3. "Robin and Marian," 1976. Sean Connery and Audrey Hepburn. A bittersweet postscript to the legend in which a middle-aged Robin returns from the Crusades and tries to recapture his glory days fighting the Sheriff of Nottingham.

4. "Charade," 1963. Cary Grant and Audrey Hepburn. The Alfred Hitchcock movie Hitchcock never made, with Hepburn being menaced by a gang of thieves and Grant either her protector or merely another thief.

5. "Flashdance," 1983. Jennifer Beals and Michael Nouri. The story and premise are flat-out absurd. But like "Dirty Dancing," it sweeps you up in its energy and sexual charisma.

6. "Dave," 1993. Kevin Kline and Sigourney Weaver. Capraesque fantasy in which an idealistic look-alike secretly takes the place of a mean-spirited president who's been felled by a stroke. Weaver is the first lady who falls for a man who is the wrong president but the right guy.

7. "Mystic Pizza," 1988. Julia Roberts, Annabeth Gish and Lili Taylor. A romantic coming of age story told in triplicate, about three young working class women stumbling into adulthood in a seaport village. This early Roberts film is one of her best.

8. "Bull Durham," 1988. Kevin Costner, Susan Sarandon and Tim Robbins. The sexiest, most smartly written baseball movie ever.

9. "Goodbye Mr. Chips," 1939. Robert Donat and Greer Garson. The touching story of a shy schoolmaster who unexpectedly finds love late in life.

10. "Hunchback of Notre Dame," 1957. Anthony Quinn and Gina Lollobrigida. There are lots of fine adaptations of "Hunchback," but none gets closer to the tragedy at the heart of this classic tale.
